The Multi-Genre Research Project presents researched facts in an aesthetically appealing product for an audience. By creating documents in different genres, you learn to write for multiple audiences and purposes.
Your Multi-Genre Research Project should be:
-well-organized
-neat
-typed
-esthetically pleasing
-creative
-contain the required documents 
-contain three facts per genre (9 total)
Informal proposal for research - This is a plan in writing (on proposal template) for your multi-genre research. This plan is based on your interests and the facts you have discovered in your research. You will receive feedback and suggestions about your ideas to guide you. Your proposal should include a list of five questions that might guide your research and the three genres you have selected to deliver the facts. 
The entire MRP should be presented in a theme that best fits your talents and your hero/villain. These can be presented as a scrapbook, a photo album, a patient file, an employee handbook, a manual, a newspaper, a magazine, online book—be creative! Just be sure to include a table of contents that provides a title for each document.

The Multi-genre Research Project must include the following: 
· Cover page with picture of your hero/villain

· Table of Contents

· Fact page containing at least 10 facts about your hero/villain

· 3 documents of different genres

· Reflection Page
· Work Cited Page 
Table of Contents – Every page must be numbered. The Table of Contents will be a list of each page number and a corresponding title of the document on that page.

Cover Page- Your project must include a cover page that contains your hero/villain’s name, visual image, and your name and class period

Fact Page – Your project must contain a fact sheet that contains at least ten facts about your hero/villain.  This information may be taken from your graphic organizer.

Genres – Your project will display three different document types (genres) that help inform your audience of your hero/villain. The three documents that make up the body of your MRP should show your knowledge and creativity.
Reflection Page – This page will inform your audience of the overall impression you have gained of your hero/villain. After a topic sentence, you will answer at least three of the following questions in your reflection before wrapping it up with a conclusion:
· Did you like your hero/villain? Why or why not?

· What have you learned about being a hero/villain?

· What impact or influence did your hero/villain have on society?

· What was unique about your hero/villain?

· What hardships or obstacles influenced your hero/villain or changed their life?

· What most surprised you about this hero/villain?

· Why is your hero/villain still famous?

Work Cites Page - This page must include at least 3 references you have quoted or summarized in MLA format. 
Genres Options
· Poem–written by student
· Obituary

· Advice column – either from the hero/villain or to the hero/villain
· Collage – must include typed description of the purpose of the pictures selected
· Diary Entries
· Phone call transcript

· Newspaper article OR magazine article
· Interview

· Letters – to or from the hero/villain
· Artwork – by the student regarding the hero/villain, must include written description
· One-act play
· Poster advertising the hero/villain i.e. wanted poster
· Genre of your choice – upon teacher approval
